REASON FOR EXAM: Multiple sclerosis.

TECHNIQUE: MRI examination of the cervical spine was obtained in the
sagittal plane utilizing T1 and T2-weighted sequences and in the axial
plane utilizing gradient-echo and T2-weighted sequence. Following the
administration of 40 mL of contrast medium, sagittal and axial
fat-suppressed Tl-weighted sequences were obtained.

FINDINGS: The brain stem and cervical cord are normal in morphology
and signal intensity. No focal lesions are evident.

The cervical vertebral bodies reveal no loss of height. There is
normal alignment. The Cl1-C2 level is normal. C2-C3, C3-C4, and C4-C5
disk spaces are unremarkable. At C5-C6, the disk space is narrowed
and there is a mild disk bulge. There is no significant canal or
foraminal narrowing.

At C6-C7, the disk space is mildly narrowed and there is a mild disk
bulge. There is no significant canal or foraminal narrowing. The
C7-T1 disk space is unremarkable. The visualized paraspinal soft
tissues are unremarkable. Following the administration of intravenous
contrast medium, there are no significant areas of abnormal
enhancement.

IMPRESSION:
Mild degenerative changes with mild disk bulges at C5-C6 and C6-C7.
There is no canal or foraminal narrowing. The remainder of the

examination is unremarkable. Specifically, no lesions are evident in
the cervical cord.
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REASON FOR EXAM: Multiple sclerosis.

TECHNIQUE: MRI examination of the brain was obtained in the sagittal

plane utilizing T1 weighted sequence and FLAIR sequence and in the

axial plane utilizing T1 FLAIR, T2 and diffusion scan. Following the

administration of 20 mL of intravenous contrast medium, axial and
coronal Tl weighted sequence and sagittal FLAIR sequence was

performed. The study is compared with a prior exam dated 12/11/06.

FINDINGS: Again evident are hyperintensities in the cerebral white
matter. These were evident on the previous exam. These lesions are

periventricular in location and likely characteristic for
demyelinating disease. The lesions are generally stable since the
previous exam. Comparison was somewhat difficult due to slight
difference in the slice location. Following the administration of
contrast medium, none of the lesions enhanced. The brainstem and

cerebellum are unremarkable. There were no extraaxial lesions. The

visualized cranial nerves are normal. There are normal flow voids in

the major intracranial vessels. The sella is unremarkable. The
craniocervical junction is normal. The mastoids and sinuses are
unremarkable. The orbits are unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
Multiple hyperintensities in the cerebral white matter which are

characteristic for demyelinating disease. Allowing for the slight
difference in slice location, there does not appear to have been a

significant change since the prior exam dated 12/11/06. Following the
administration of intravenous contrast medium, no abnormal enhancement

detected.
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
